The Year of Faith declared by Benedict XVI will begin on
October 11, 2012, the 50th anniversary of the opening of the
Second Vatican Council and the 20th of the promulgation of the
Catechism of the Catholic Church, October 11, 1992.

Pope Benedict called the Year of Faith to strengthen Catholics
who go to church, reach out to those who have left but still yearn
for God in their lives, offer a response to those who are searching
for meaning and help those who think they do not need God.

It is intended to contribute to a renewed conversion to the
Lord Jesus and to the rediscover of faith, so that the members of
the Church will be credible and joy-filled witnesses to the Risen
Lord in the world today - capable of leading many to the “door
of faith.”

All the rituals were a foreshadowing and image of the blood of Christ who ultimately was going to replace all those
sacrifices and rituals with one perfect sacrifice, offering himself as the unblemished victim once for all and commending us
to do it mystically as he had done at the Last Supper under the species of Bread and Wine.
