Meditation: Ecclesia de Eucharistia - Chapter One, The Mystery of Faith, 11

The Church has received the Eucharist from Christ her Lord not as one gift — however precious —
among so many others, but as the gift par excellence, for it is the gift of himself, of his person in his
sacred humanity, as well as the gift of his saving work. Nor does it remain confined to the past, since
“all that Christ is — all that he did and suffered for all men — participates in the divine eternity, and so
transcends all times”.'°

When the Church celebrates the Eucharist, the memorial of her Lord's death and resurrection, this
central event of salvation becomes really present and “the work of our redemption is carried out”.!! This
sacrifice is so decisive for the salvation of the human race that Jesus Christ offered it and returned to the
Father only after he had left us a means of sharing in it as if we had been present there. Each member of
the faithful can thus take part in it and inexhaustibly gain its fruits.
